This subject introduces students to new
and exciting areas of physics and develops
essential knowledge and understanding.

The context for this unit is communication.
It takes as its themes modern techniques
of communication, the nature of audio
information, and the methods by which

The unit emphasises the importance of
digital communication as a medium for
the twenty-first century. The unit covers
the questions: What is a musical sound?
How can music be transmitted with
faithful reproduction? Is digital better than
analogue? How is stored music different?

Unit2 -

Society functions on the ability to move
people and goods efficiently reliably.

This module considers how knowledge
and understanding of forces and motion
underpins everyday activities such as
transport, where reliability is important, and
activities such as record breaking in sport.

The A2 is designed to enable candidates to build on the psychological knowledge
and understanding acquired through the AS Psychology and to develop this
introduction to the world of psychology through the study of selected options and a
more detailed involverment with psychological approaches and research methods.

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BTEC National Award for IT Practitioners
Examination Board: Edexcel

The BTEC National Award for IT Practitioners will give you the knowledge to
progress into a specific area of employment within the IT sector.

The nature of the course structure allows the qualification to be flexible
and adapted to meet your interests and aspirations. You will complete two
compulsory core units (Communication and Employability Skills for IT and
Computer Systems) plus four more units from a choice of specialist areas,
which you will complete over two years.

The BTEC National Award for IT Practitioners has the equivalence of one GCE
A Level, and will enable students to progress further into higher education,

as successful BTEC National qualifications give UCAS points for university
applications.

With the international recognition of BTEC courses such as this, you can also
progress straight into employment. If successful there are a wide variety of
potential careers that you can explore, within sectors such as the growing
computer games industry, product development, technical support, technical
sales, telecommunications and hardware engineering. Jobs that are commonly
taken after completion of the qualification are: systems analyst, computer
service technician and computer operator.

BTEC Diploma in Business
(Accounting or Marketing)
Examination Board: Edexcel

This is a coursework based qualification which provides learners with a
grounding in Business Studies combined with a further specialism in Marketing
or Accounting.

There is potential for this qualification to prepare learners for employment in
the appropriate vocational sector and it is suitable for those who have decided
that they wish to enter a particular area of work or to progress to a Level

3 programme such as a Higher National Diploma or a Degree. It is broadly
equivalent to two GCE A Levels. It is broadly equivalent to two GCE A Levels
and therefore represents a double option and approximately ten hours of study
per week.

This qualification provides learners with the opportunity to develop a range
of skills and techniques, personal skills and attributes essential for successful
performance in working life.

The four core units in the Diploma give learners an introduction to and
understanding of the business environment, management of resources,
marketing and communication — all fundamental to the success of business
organisations.

Learners opting for the Marketing pathway will then go on to study four
compulsory Marketing units plus a further four to be decided upon later. In total,
learners will complete six units per year — twelve in total.

Extended Project

of study. This is an ideal opportunity for learners to develop an area of interest
and pursue it. Learners select one of the four units, which may be completed
over one or two years. They should select a project topic which expands their
learning in their field of studly, in a related area, or that is relevant to their own
personal interests. Each of the four units offers a different type of project: a
dissertation, an investigation/field study, a performance or an artefact. Learners
will be assessed on their ability to plan, manage, complete and review their
project.

You learn by completing projects/ assignments based on
realistic workplace situations, activities and demands. As well
as learning about employment area that you have chosen,
you develop skills you need to start a career.

It is equivalent to three A Levels. When the course is
completed you can either go into higher education and
study sport related courses e.g. sports development, sports
teaching, sports business or physiotherapy. Alternatively
select a job within the sports industry.

All'units will be assessed and graded by the unit tutor and
internally verified by the course co-ordinator with some units
being externally verified by the examination board. An overall
grade for the qualification is awarded by the examination
board.

You will get the opportunity to enhance your Curriculum
Vitae by completing a number of coaching awards as well
as supporting sports festivals in the local feeder schools
and across Milton Keynes. In your second year you may be
offered the chance to complete a fitness instructor’s course.

Mathematics if you wish to go into teaching or study a
university course).

BTEC National Diploma in
Performance Arts Level 3

Examination Board: Edexcel

This course covers eighteen units over two years
with each unit focussing on an area of the industry.
These units will be practically and theoretically
based. You will look at performing, devising,
producing, advertising and researching theatre.

Units include: theatre for children, radio acting,

TV and film acting, drama improvisation, devising
plays and performing arts business. All units will be
both practical and theoretical and will focus on the
performance and the business side of the industry.

This course is equivalent to three A Levels and will
prepare learners for a career within the performing
arts industry or teaching drama/performing arts.

All'units will be assessed and graded by the

Unit Tutor and internally verified by the Course
Co-ordinator with some units being externally
verified by the examination board. On completion
of all units an overall grade for the qualification will
then be awarded.

This course is varied and exciting for those
interested in working in this industry. You will
become a member of the in-house theatre
company which will include opportunities to

tour around the region. Workshops are available
whereby companies visit the school and work with
the learners on their performance and devising
skills. Theatre trips are frequent to enhance
student’s knowledge of contemporary and classical
work.

BTEC National Certificate in
Travel and Tourism Level 3
Examination Board: Edexcel

This course would be of interest to learners
interested in a career in the travel and tourism
industries and may appeal to learners who prefer
to be assessed in the main through coursework
as opposed to written exams. The course also
provides a broad introduction to the world of
business with units focusing on marketing,
customer service and human resources.

The double award is comprised of twelve units to
be taken over two years and leads to two A Levels.

* Investigating Travel and Tourism

Looks at the structure of the travel and tourism
industry, the different type of business ownership
found in the industry, the development of travel and
tourism, and career progression within the industry.

e Tourism Development

Studies the social, political and environmental
impact of tourism development.

¢ World Wide Travel Destinations
® Marketing Travel and Tourism

Focuses on how organisations can use the
marketing mix.
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e Customer Service in Travel and Tourism

Will be a study of an organisation’s approach
to customer service.

e Travel and Tourism in Action

Will involve learners preparing a business
plan for a tourism based project. Learners
will be provided with on-going support

on how to complete their coursework
assessments. The course will of course
involve a number of visits to local and
national leisure and tourism organisations.

This subject is a double award. The
Business and ICT Faculty would recommend
this course for learners who have either
been successful at BTEC Level 2, or prefer
to be assessed through coursework.

It is not essential to have studied Travel and
Tourism previously.

Creative and Media
Diploma

Examination Board:
Edexcel

The Creative and Media Diploma covers a
huge range of disciplines, include 2D and 3D
Visual Art, Graphic Design, Produce Design,
Textiles, Advertising, Drama, Dance, Music,
Film and Television, Radio, Interactive Media,
Animation, Computer Games, Photo Imaging
and Creative Writing... to name but a few. It
also teaches skills and knowledge that are
common to all creative industries.

The Foundation Diploma takes broadly the
same time to do as four or five GCSEs. The
Higher Diploma takes broadly the same time
to do as five or six GCSEs.

All the Creative and Media Diploma

courses teach learners to be aware of their
surroundings and how this can affect what
they create. The course encourages learners
to think and work creatively, giving learners
the practical skills to bring their ideas to

life. A focus on Creative Businesses and
Enterprise places creative work within a
business context and teaches learners the
skills to succeed at work.

Learners also have the flexibility to choose
from a wide range of additional or specialist
learning options that are also part of the
Creative and Media Diploma.

They can choose to deepen their knowledge

A. When combining subjects, it is important to note the timetable blocking as
several courses happen at the same time.

A. No. Some learners choose to continue all four subjects to A Level. If
learners only continue with two subjects into Year 13, they
will supplement their course with A Level General Studies.

A. This is the norm for the majority of learners, but some take five or three.
Some learners take only three AS subjects, especially if retaking a GCSE in
Maths or English or if other circumstances dictate.

A. We will offer guidance about alternative courses in other institutions.

A. We will look at your options with you and help you find a more appropriate
course.

A. It may be possible, although we would encourage you to give a subject
a chance before changing. A change of subject would depend on your
relevant GCSE grades, your timetable and on availability of space in other
subjects.

A. Yes. There is a programme of careers advice for all learners with an adviser
based in the Post-16 area every Tuesday afternoon.

A. Application forms for student loans and awards are available during Year 13.
We will also visit universities and an Higher Education Fair.

A. You will be invited for interview and your choices and GCSE predicted
grades will be discussed.

A. Ideally you would make your choices based on your envisaged career path.
However, you may not know what your career path is yet! Careers guidance
will be offered and we will discuss how to keep your options open for the
routes you may be likely to take.

A. For AS Levels: 5+ GCSE Grades A*-C. Entries to BTEC Courses
are negotiable.
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At Milton Keynes South Sixth Form we want to prepare all our learners for life
beyond their Post-16 courses. For many learners this will be in the form of
extensive help applying to university and understanding the process. We offer
a wide ranging programme of university visits supported by in-house sessions
including personal finance.
