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Year 10 Curriculum

EQUIPMENT

The school provides the majority of necessary textbooks, resource materials, equipment and
stationery. A charge is made for some resources in certain areas such as DT. Students are
encouraged to purchase textbooks for themselves so that they can annotate or highlight them for
revision. We ask that all students equip themselves with:

A sensible, stout, waterproof bag in which to put everything

A dictionary, thesaurus, languages dictionary and an atlas are basic reference
sources and will obviously prove useful

These items may be purchased from the School Shop, based in Student Services.

PERSONAL PLANNER

Also essential is a quiet place at home where students can study and complete homework. The
personal planner will indicate homework set. The homework timetable is designed to be
balanced with about three subjects every evening of at least 40 minutes duration each, during
Year Ten. We ask parents to sign the planner each week, so that problems, if any, can
immediately be identified.



English

ORGANISATION OF LESSONS

English is studied for four I essons per week a
cover two subjects i English and English Literature. As such most students will gain two GCSE
qualifications. Students are set according to their ability in English.

COURSE CONTENT
Lord Grey follows the AQA exam board English Specification A. All Year 10 students will study
this syllabus.

Coursework is worth a total of 40%

Students will be expected to complete five pieces of written coursework; four of these will be
assessed for English. They will also be expected to complete three pieces of speaking and
listening coursework. The written and speaking and listening coursework are accorded equal
weighting.

Written Coursework i 20%:

. Original Writing 1 assessed for writing

. Media i assessed for writing

. Shakespeare i assessed for reading. This piece is also assessed for Literature.

. Pre 1914 Prose i assessed for reading. As with the Shakespeare, this piece is also
assessed for Literature.

. Individual extended contribution

. Drama focused activity

. Group interaction

The written examinations are worth a total of 60%:
Paper1l 1 1% hours (30%):
Section A 1 Reading response to unprepared non-fiction materials.
Section B T Writing to argue, persuade or instruct 7 linked to topic/theme of non-fiction
materials in section A.

Paper2 i 1% hours (30%):
Section A 1 response to poetry from AQA Anthology 1 poetry from different cultures.
Section B 1 writing to inform, explain or describe. Answer one of four questions.

MODE OF DELIVERY

The focus of the lessons will be textual analysis, improvement of writing skills, and the
development of speaking and listening skills. The lessons will be made interesting and
stimulating by using a range of techniques 1 video, role play, worksheets, debates, source
analysis and display work.

ASSESSMENT

Students will sit a mock exam in the December term of Year 11 which will help prepare them for
their GCSE exams. Assessments will be continuous with four pieces of coursework being
completed in Year 10 and a final piece of coursework being completed in Year 11. Performance
in the December mock examination will determine tier entry.
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English Literature

ORGANISATION OF COMBINED COURSE
Students study a combined course of English (Language) and English Literature or Entry Level
English for four lessons per week.

COURSE CONTENT
Lord Grey follows the AQA exam board English Literature Specification A. All Year 10 students
will study this syllabus.

Students will be expected to complete five pieces of written coursework for English. Three of
these will be assessed for English Literature.

Coursework is worth a total of 30%

. Twentieth Century Drama
. Shakespeare (assessed for English as well)
. Pre-1914 Prose (assessed for English as well)

All three pieces of coursework will be assessed for reading (En2)

The written examination is worth a total of 70%
One Paper.
Section A response to 20™ Century novel (typically Of Mice and Men)
Section BT response to poetry from AQA Anthology

MODE OF DELIVERY

The focus of the lessons will be a textual analysis. The lessons will be made interesting and
stimulating by using a range of techniques - video, role-play, worksheets, debates, source
analysis and display work.

ASSESSMENT

Students will sit a mock exam in the December term of Year 11 which will help prepare them for
their GCSE exams. Assessments will be continuous with four pieces of coursework being
completed in Year 10 and a final piece of coursework being completed in Year 11. Performance
in the December mock examination will usually determine tier entry.



Mathematics

ORGANISATION OF CLASSES

Maths is a core subject which aims to enter ALL the students for their GCSE exam. X and Y are the two
halves of the year group and classes are set from X1 to X5 (X1 being the highest). All students will attend
four lessons per week.

COURSE CONTENT
The Mathematic syllabus is GCSE Mathematics (modular), Edexcel examination board (specification
2381). Three units of work will be covered over the GCSE period.

MODE OF DELIVERY
The lessons are both theoretical and practical.

ASSESSMENT

Maths is assessed through tier of entry, with specific grades available for each tier.

Science

ORGANISATION OF LESSONS

All students in Year 10 follow the new OCR Twenty First Century Science course. They have
three lessons per week and are taught by a specialist teacher. Students will be set according to
their ability in Science.

COURSE CONTENT

Students study three modules each of biology, chemistry and physics with an emphasis on
understanding the relevance and applications of science. This does result in less orthodox
practical work than they had for Key Stage Three. Further information can be found at
www.ocr.org.uk.

MODE OF DELIVERY

The teachers cover a total of nine modules, in time for the final examination at the end of Year
11. The students are given many opportunities to express their own opinions in a scientific
manner and considerable use is made of the school's ICT facilities.

ASSESSMENT
There are three unit exams each testing elements of biology, chemistry and physics plus an
Al deas i n Context o e x adaeasedaniater@alnStudents wiltltake tivayearsp r e

to complete this course and be tested in Year 11. There will also be coursework. All
assessment is to GCSE criteria.




French

ORGANISATION OF LESSONS
Students studying French as a core subject will have three lessons per week.

COURSE CONTENT

The two year course is based around Edexcel textbook Rouge or Vert and workbook. Nine
foundation or higher modules are studied over two years, one every half term. They are:

This will lead to an Edexcel GCSE qualification.

MODE OF DELIVERY
Practical and theoretical lessons are based around the four key areas of speaking, listening,
reading and writing.

ASSESSMENT

A formal assessment will be made at the end of each module based on speaking, listening
reading and writing. GCSE criteria will be used for assessment. The course is partially
assessed through controlled coursework - continuous writing, tables and speaking. A variety of
written tasks will be set - postcards, letters, diaries etc. From these we choose a selection of the
students best work to be marked. This means that he/she has a chance to obtain their best
possible marks for writing and they will only have three terminal exams in the summer of 2011.




German

ORGANISATION OF LESSONS
Students studying German as a core subject will have three lessons per week.

COURSE CONTENT
German uses the Edexcel examination board. The course uses the core Edexcel textbook plus
workbook. One module of work is completed each half term, over two years. The modules are:

The course is partially
assessed through controlled assessment i a variety of written tasks will be set. From these we

ltalian

ORGANISATION OF LESSONS
Students studying Italian as a core subject will have three lessons per week.

COURSE CONTENT

The language is taught in topic areas and structures are taught within the topic areas, not in
isolation. All four skills of listening, speaking, reading and writing are exploited through
exposure to a range of topic areas such as:

Media today
Holidays

Life at school
Family and friends
Health

World of work
Local area

The environment
. Leisure time

Students also learn about the culture of Italy through their study of the topic areas.

MODE OF DELIVERY
Lessons are tailored around the four key areas of speaking, listening, reading and writing of
Italian.

ASSESSMENT

A formal assessment will be made at the end of each module based on speaking, listening,
reading and writing. GCSE criteria will be used for assessment. The course is partially
assessed through coursework T a variety of written tasks will be set i postcards, letters, diaries

COURSE CONTENT
Students have three lessons per week. They study four common topics during the GCSE
course, following the Edexcel GCSE Spanish textbook. These topic areas are covered in nine
units in the textbook.

MODE OF DELIVERY

Students will develop their skills in reading, listening, speaking and writing through a variety of
teacher and student based activities, which will allow students to understand and assess their
own progress. Students will also have weekly vocabulary and grammar tests, and will be
encouraged to focus on strengthening their independent learning skills.

ASSESSMENT

Assessment will take place at the end of each unit, based on the four skills and using GCSE
criteria. Writing is assessed through controlled assessments, when a variety of tasks will be set
and the best pieces will be sent to the board to be marked. Speaking, listening and reading are
assessed through exams in the summer of Year Eleven.




Language Experience

./
ORGANISATION OF CLASSES
A course in basic language and culture including Foundation Level vocabulary and role-play as
well as reading and listening skills. Students will have three lessons of Language Experience
per week.

COURSE CONTENT
Students will study a range of languages from:-

French
German
Spanish
Italian
Russian
Chinese

MODE OF DELIVERY

Learning the language through topics related to the countries and their cultures. There is an
emphasis on practical work - learning the language through games, songs, videos and role
play. Students have the opportunity to develop skills and research the culture through regular
internet access.

ASSESSMENT
Students may be able to be entered for the Language Ladder certification. Internal assessment
based on National Curriculum criteria is ongoing from class work and homework.




ICT $Corez

ORGANISATION OF LESSONS

All students in Year 10 study ICT and have one lesson a week. Student follow the OCR
National Level 2 programme, which will culminate in students achieving a GCSE equivalent
qualification.

COURSE CONTENT
Throughout this year students will focus on Unit 3: Digital Imaging and will plan and produce
computer graphics. Within this unit pupils will be focusing on the following skills.

Developing a thorough knowledge of computer graphics

Describing and evaluating a range of bitmap and vector images

Planning the production of graphic images for a client

Sourcing and storing components for graphic products

Recording the sources of computer graphics and consider relevant legislation

Using appropriate software tools to create, edit and combine graphic images
Presenting work to a client for a specific purpose, using a suitable format for display

MODE OF DELIVERY
Mostly practical work on the computers.

ASSESSMENT

The course is assessed through a portfolio of tasks that are practically based. Students will use
ICT in a range of differing contexts in order to create a range of documents and products.
Students can work toward different criteria achieving either a Pass, Merit or Distinction. A pass
grade has the equivalence of a C grade at GCSE. Students will complete two units in the first
instance, which equates to one GCSE but will also have the opportunity to complete
subsequent units and achieve additional GCSE passes equivalency. The work is assessed on
OCR national criteria.




Religious Education

ORGANISATION OF LESSONS

Students will study for the GCSE short course in Religious Studies: Philosophy and Ethics from
OCR in Years 10 and 11. They will have one RE lesson per week for the two years and
complete two units. The first unit will examined at the end of Year 10 and the second at the end
of Year 11.

COURSE CONTENT
Year 10 - students will complete the first Ethics unit consisting of:

. Religion, peace and justice - this is concerned with peace, violence and justice. This
includes attitudes to war, violence and pacifism. It also looks at issues around crime and
social injustice.

. Religion and Equality - this focuses on what equality means to Christians and their
attitudes towards racism and gender. Students will also look at the attitudes of different
religions towar ds each ot her and | ook at
reconciliation.

. Religion and the media - this looks at the relationship between religion and the media
including how religion and religious figures are portrayed. It will also look at how religious
groups use the media to represent different groups and as an educational tool.

Year 11 - the second Ethics unit consisting of:

. Religion and human relationships - this is concerned with the roles of men and women
within a family, issues relating to marriage and divorce, marriage ceremonies and issues
relating to sexual relationships and to contraception.

. Religion and medical ethics - this looks at religious attitudes towards abortion, fertility
treatments, euthanasia, suicide and with the issues surrounding the use of animals for
medical research.

. Religion, poverty and wealth - this looks at attitudes towards the use of money. It includes
issues of hunger, poverty and disease as well as religious teaching about concern for the
poor and giving to charity.

MODE OF DELIVERY
There are a wide range of activities used in the teaching of RE including role play, group work,
sorting activities, film, ICT and extended writing tasks.

ASSESSMENT

The course will be assessed regularly with students sitting an end of topic exam question.
There will be a mock in May before the GCSE exam in June of Year 10. This will then be
repeated for the second unit in Year 11. The exam is one hour long and students will have to
answer three questions, one from each of the areas studied.



Phxsical Education SCorez

ORGANISATION OF LESSONS
Core PE is compulsory for all students. All classes have two lessons per week.

COURSE CONTENT

Students cover a wide variety of sports. The units of work are rotated on a regular basis. The
following units are studied, but the order may vary:

Boys 1 rugby, gym, badminton, football, basketball, hockey, cricket, athletics and volleyball,
softball, table tennis, rock-it-ball and extreme golf and boxing.

Girls 7 dance, netball, badminton, gym, hockey, rounders, trampolining, athletics, basketball,
yoga, boxercise, football, rugby, dance and table tennis.

Students are given the opportunity to take part in the Junior Football Organisers Award. This may
have a small cost attached to it but on successfully completing the award students will be
qualified to assist with the coaching of young people in football.

MODE OF DELIVERY
The emphasis is on practical work.

ASSESSMENT
There is no formal assessment. However a written assessment is given as part of the annual
report to parents.




Art

ORGANISATION OF LESSONS
Students who have been allocated Art as one of their A, B or C options will have two lessons
per week.

COURSE CONTENT

The course is about learning to express yourself more efficiently through visual means. In a
visual and media orientated world we will provide students with the opportunities to
communicate in direct and powerful non verbal ways. Pupils will learn to use and select primary
and secondary source materials, record their observations experiences and ideas. They will
respond visually to artists and other cultures and be able to analyse and evaluate their own
work and that of others, demonstrating an understanding of context. Pupils will visually explore
and develop different ideas, media and processes and learn to further modify and refine their
work before creating a final piece.

The course is separated into two areas. The first is coursework which is made up of two
separate projects which culminate in two final pieces. Each final piece will relate to the
coursework project themes and the artists and cultures that were studied. The second area is
the exam, though this is not a written test. The exam takes the form of another project and final
piece.

The course is heavily weighted towards coursework and it accounts for 60% of the final grade.

The exam element of the course accounts for the remaining 40%. Pupils will start their
coursework at the beginning of Year Ten and will finish it by the Easter term of Year Eleven.

The coursework and exam wor k wil/l both be mar
final GCSE grade.

MODE OF DELIVERY

Nearly all the lessons will have a practical task included in them. Pupils will draw and paint but
will also explore ideas using lots of different techniques including: printing, casting, clay,
collage, sculpture and Photoshop to name but a few. There will also be some theory based
tasks. In these lessons students will look at the work of different artists and learn how to discuss
their work and how they can use some of these ideas to help develop their own ideas.

ASSESSMENT

GCSE art is assessed using the GCSE marking criteria as laid down by the exam board. Pupils
are awarded a pass grade of A* - G. An unclassified grade is an outright fail. Students will have
to be self-motivated and prepared to produce a high quality of work from the beginning of the
course as everything they do will be marked and will count towards 60% of their overall grade
(coursework). The remaining 40% will be a timed 10 hour exam with 8 weeks of preparation
time based around a set theme.

Art is broken down into two sections called endorsed and unendorsed. An endorsed subject in
art means that you are choosing to specialise in an area within art and design. The art course
we run is an unendorsed course, which we believe gives pupils greater freedom to be creative.
Art in this option is a general art course which covers all aspects of art. Students can take as
many different art exams as they like; they are all valid subjects in their own right. In Year Ten
we are offering Art and Art Textiles and students can do both of these subjects if they wish.

ORGANISATION OF LESSONS
Students who have been allocated COPE as one of their A, B or C options will have two
lessons per week.

THE AIMS OF THE QUALIFICATION ARE TO ENABLE STUDENTS:

. To develop and demonstrate a range of personal, key and employability skills leading to
personal effectiveness

. To broaden experience and manage learning through the enrichment activities provided
through the ASDAN challenges

. Receive formal recognition and accreditation from ASDAN

MODE OF DELIVERY
Students will undertake a variety of challenges, many of which are practical based in order to
accumulate credits. To gain the award students must gain 12 credits.

ASSESSMENT

The qualification will be assessed through a portfolio of evidence. Candidates are required to
have completed challenges from all 12 modules and undertaken activities to achieve all six
skills units

The portfolio will be assessed internally by the school co-ordinator and then moderated
externally by an ASDAN assessor.



Business Studies

ORGANISATION OF LESSONS
Students who have been allocated Business Studies as one of their A, B or C options will have
two lessons per week.

COURSE CONTENT

The GCSE in Business Studies is syllabus 1951, OCR. Students are expected to demonstrate a
critical understanding and knowledge of the relationship between business activity and the
environment within which it takes place.

The following units are taught in Year 9/ 10.

« Unit 1 7 External Environment of the Business: Business Activity; The Organisation; The
Changing Business Environment

+ Unit 2 7 Business Structure, Organisation and Control: Ownership and Internal Organisa-
tion; Financing Business Activity

ment; Training and Staff Development.

MODE OF DELIVERY

Business Studies lessons are made relevant and interesting through a range of techniques i
video, presentations, workshops, display work, competitions, quizzes, visits and locally based
coursework.

ASSESSMENT

The scheme of assessment consists of two tiers i Foundation Tier and Higher Tier. Foundation
Tier assesses the students at Grade C to G; while the Higher Tier assesses on Grades A* to D.
The weighting of assessment is 25% coursework; 50% main exam paper; 25% optional paper.




BTEC First Certificate in Business Studies

ORGANISATION OF CLASSES
BTEC Business is an optional subject. It has two lessons per week and is taught in mixed ability
classes. It will lead to the equivalent of two GCSE qualifications grade A* - C if passed.

COURSE CONTENT
The following units are taught:

Unit 1: Exploring Business Purposes

This is a core unit and will provide an excellent understanding of the background to business
activity. Students will explore the purpose and nature of business activity, sectors of industry,
functional areas of business, business ownership types and how businesses determine and
achieve their aims and objectives. Assessment is through a portfolio of coursework tasks that
are designed to enable students to use a range of approaches to present their work.

Students will then study a further two units from the list below:

Business communication

People in organisations

Providing business and administrative support
Personal selling

Doing business online

MODE OF DELIVERY
BTEC First Diploma in Business is taught using a range of practical and theoretical techniques.
Practical techniques will be used wherever possible due to the vocational nature of the course.

ASSESSMENT
All assessment is internal. Students will need to complete a coursework project for each unit
that will be graded as follows:

Double Science

ORGANISATION OF LESSONS

Students who have been allocated Double Science as one of their A, B or C options will have

two extra | essons per week, in addition to th
award in Additional Science.

COURSE CONTENT
I n addition to the Acoreo Science studies stu
further three modules (of the nine that complete this course) during Year 10:

. Growth and Development
. Chemicals of the Natural Environment
. Electric Currents

MODE OF DELIVERY
More of the same kind of thing as in the o0core
Additional Science course offers far more opportunities for experimental practical work.

ASSESSMENT

Students who also follow the Additional Science option will gain a second, full GCSE in
Science. These are distinct qualifications so the students can achieve a different grade in the
two subjects.

The assessment structure is identical to that for the Core Science except that the coursework is
different. There is no case study but the practical work is written up in much greater detail.




TriEIe Science

ORGANISATION OF LESSONS
Students who have been allocated Triple Science as two of their A, B or C options will have an
extra four | essons per week of Science in addi

COURSE CONTENT

A student following this route will do everything necessary for Core Science and Additional
Science plus three further modules that will be spread out over the three year course i.e. they
will do part of three additional modules in Biology, Chemistry and Physics in each of the three
years of the course.

MODE OF DELIVERY

The coursework requirements are similar to that for Additional Science but the student must
submit either a data analysis and a case study or a detailed report on an experimental
investigation for each of the three branches of Science. Over the three years the student will
collect many samples of coursework and the best will be chosen for submission in Year 11.

ASSESSMENT

The students will achieve three distinct GCSEs, one in each of the three branches of Science.
The assessment structure is generally the same as for the other Science courses. All work is
assessed on GCSE criteria.




Drama

ORGANISATION OF LESSONS
Students who have been allocated Drama as one of their A, B or C options will have two
lessons per week.

COURSE CONTENT

The course focuses on the development and effective us of theatrical techniques. Students will
complete the first module of their GCSE by the end of Year 10. A strong emphasis is placed on
performance and the subsequent evaluation of the skills and techniques used. All students will
develop their acting by exploring a range of styles and modes of communication.

THEME AND TOPICS:

Understanding how to devise an effective piece of theatre
The place of guns in our society

Mock unit 3: Trapped

Mock unit 1: Deeds not Words

MODE OF DELIVERY

Students will be taught through practical workshops with emphasis placed on the performance
and evaluation of the work produced, including peer assessment. They will be asked to work
individually, in pairs, as a whole class but mainly in various groups. Communication and
co-operation will be vital to the students progression. Students will always be asked to respond
to topics raised and regularly participate in class discussions. Students will complete formalised
written evaluations, as well as producing more creative written work, such as diary entries and
storyboards.

ASSESSMENT

For the mock exams and unit 1, students will be examined during six hours of practical
workshops with an accompanying written Documentary Response, which will be completed
under controlled conditions. Skills assessment will be continual. Drama is assessed on GCSE
criteria.




Food and Nutrition

ORGANISATION OF LESSONS
Students who have been allocated Food and Nutrition as one of their A, B or C options will have
two lessons per week.

COURSE CONTENT
The main focus of study will be:

- Food and Health

- Characteristics and Properties of Food
Food Quality

- Food Technology and the Consumer

MODE OF DELIVERY
Students will follow the syllabus through a series of design and make tasks. They will develop
techniques and skills that will be of use through the short and long course.

Answering a task will require weekly practical work including evaluations, modifications and
developments using seasonal foods. The course requires candidates to consider vegetarians,
organic and Fair-Trade foods with the constant use of ICT as a main part of this subject.

ASSESSMENT

Students follow the WJEC syllabus in Food and Nutrition. Students work through the design
process producing two main pieces of coursework. Research skills are developed and practical
work is constantly undertaken to adapt and amend initial ideas in order to answer a design
brief.

GCSE Food and Nutrition is assessed using the criteria of pass grades A* - G. These grades
are achieved from coursework as well as a written examination.

ORGANISATION OF LESSONS
Students who have been allocated Geography as one of their A, B or C options will have two
lessons per week.

COURSE CONTENT
Students are in the second year of a three year course. They study:

Theme 1: Challenges of Living in a Built Up Area in Year 10

This covers ideas on quality of life and standard if living, contrasting residential places,
inequalities in service provision, urbanisation, counter-urbanisation and problems in a rural
area.

Students will also be expected to complete their first controlled assessment by the end of Year
10 which is worth 10% of their overall final mark.

MODE OF DELIVERY

Geography is studied through a range of practical and theoretical lessons. Fieldwork is also
undertaken, as a requirement for completing t
involve students using ICT, and incorporate the use of DVD, interactive PowerPoint and group
work presentations.

ASSESSMENT

Throughout Year 10 students will practise tiered examination paper questions at appropriate
points. There are two tiers to the Geography GCSE, Foundation and Higher, and students will
sit the paper that is deemed appropriate for their ability.

) The Higher exam enables students to achieve grades A* - D.

At the end of Year 10 students will sit their first exam - a one hour paper worth 30% of their
overall GCSE, covering content from themes 1 and 2, which they have studied over Years 9
and 10.
