107 students passed Numeracy 

  87 students passed Literacy 

  61 students pass both Literacy and Numeracy 



The Year 11 Citizenship Controlled Assessment is a very important part of the Citizenship GCSE.  It is worth 60% of the final 

grade.   This will enable students to obtain a very good start towards their final grade from this piece of work.

During week beginning 8th March students will start their write up during Citizenship lessons which must be completed under                

examination conditions.   Students must ensure the notes they take into the Controlled Assessment Session conform to the 

rules.
