Duke of Edinburgh Taster Weekend

in. Our task today was to navigate and complete a five mile circular walk around the Dunstable Downs. The team set aff,haagps
learning how to map read, thumb and orientate themselves around a map.

The wind was gusting up to 70 mph but still no rain, maybe we would stay dry this weekend! We made our way through theofarie
check points and found a suitable place, out of the wind for lunch.
After refuelling we trekked on, coming to our first mountain climb. It
proved a tiring and windy 220 metre climb.
