Governor Vacancies 
Lord Grey School, like all schools, has a governing body. Governors represent parents, staff, local government, local 
industry, business and the community.

Å  Partnership Governors appointed by the Governing Body from appropriate nominations. 

 
We currently have the following vacancies: 

3 Partnership Governors; 
1 Parent Governor. 

 
PARTNERSHIP GOVERNOR 
The governing body of Lord Grey School is seeking nominations for three Partnership Governors. The relevant             
legislation requires governors to invite nominations from parents and other persons within the community served by 
the school. You can nominate yourself or another person. Please note that the following are ineligible to be               
partnership governors: 
 

Å    A parent of a pupil at the school; 
Å    A registered pupil at the school; 
Å    A person eligible to be a staff governor at the school; 
Å    An elected member of Milton Keynes Council; 
Å    Someone employed by the Council in connection with education functions; 
Å    A previous partnership governor disqualified for non attendance during the last twelve months; 
Å    A person with a notice of bankruptcy or criminal conviction. 

 
PARENT GOVERNOR 

Each parent, carer or custodian of a registered pupil is eligible for election; 
You are eligible if you are not the natural parent of a child but are the main caregiver or have parental            
responsibility; 
You are not eligible if you have a notice of bankruptcy or a criminal conviction; 
You are not eligible if you  are an elected member of the Local Authority;  

You are not eligible if you work at the school for more than 500 hours in a school year.  
 

If you wish to submit a nomination for either category please could you complete and return the form to the school by 
4pm on 17

th
 November 2009. The governing body will then consider any nominations received at its meeting on 

23
rd
